2011-2012 Dress Code and Uniform Policy

Uniforms and Dress Code

Students in Grades K-8 are required to be in full school uniform each day. 

Non-uniform days will be published on the monthly calendar. Uniform holiday certificates may be received by students as prizes or special acknowledgements. These may be used one time only and are non-transferable. The administration reserves the right to designate days upon which these may not be used. A dress code for non-uniform days is included in this section.  
Uniform components (pants, shorts, skirts, jumpers, blouses, shirts, vests, and sweaters) should be purchased through Collegiate House Uniform Company. Navy blue pants and oxford shirts may be purchased elsewhere but must match the uniform exactly. St. Patrick School sweatshirts, which can be worn with both the P.E. uniform and the school uniform, must be ordered through the uniform company only. 

Girls: Grades K-4


· Navy blue pants - Navy blue walking length shorts - (Cargo pants are NOT allowed)

· Uniform plaid jumper

· Peter-pan or oxford collar blouses: pale yellow, pale blue, white: long or short sleeve 
(no other style blouse may be worn)

· Pale blue or white school polo shirt (must have school logo)

· White, pale blue, pale yellow, navy or forest green turtle necks may be worn in cold weather months.

· St. Patrick School uniform sweater, St. Patrick School uniform sweatshirt, plain navy or dark green sweater vests may be worn in cold weather months. 

Girls: Grades 5-8


· Navy blue pants - Navy blue walking length shorts - (Cargo pants are NOT allowed)

· Uniform plaid skirt with uniform navy blue vest - plain navy or dark green sweater vests may be worn only in cold weather months. 

· Peter-pan or oxford collar blouses: pale yellow, pale blue, white: long or short sleeve. (no other style blouse may be worn)

· Pale blue or white school polo shirt (must have school logo) may be worn with navy blue pants/shorts
· White, pale blue, pale yellow, navy or forest green turtle necks may be worn in the cold weather months.

· St. Patrick School uniform sweater, plain navy or dark green sweater vests or St. Patrick School uniform sweatshirt may be worn in cold weather months. Girls may not wear plain sweater vests in place of uniform vests during warm weather months. 

Boys: Grades K-8

· Navy blue pants - Navy blue walking length shorts – (Cargo pants are NOT allowed)

· Pale blue or white uniform polo shirt - short or long sleeve (must have school logo)
· Pale blue or white oxford shirt (long or short sleeve)

· White, pale blue, navy or forest green turtle necks may be worn in the winter months.

St. Patrick School uniform sweater, plain navy or dark green sweater vests or St. Patrick School uniform sweatshirt may be worn in cool/cold weather months.

K-1 Boys and Girls:  
K-1 boys and girls must purchase a St. Patrick School gym uniform to be worn on gym days and for special


events or field trips. This gym uniform is a requirement for all students in K-1.

Shoes:
  

· Navy, black, or dark brown shoes or white or black sneakers may be worn as part of the uniform. 
· Plaid or colored  sneakers or sneakers with designs or that light up or  sneakers with rollerblades may NOT be worn.  No brightly colored or very long shoelaces are allowed. Laces must be tied at all times 
· No sandals, flip flops, open-back shoes, boots or shoes with a heel over 2 inches are permitted.  Students should bring a pair of sneakers or shoes to change into during the winter months when boots should be worn outside. 

Socks:  

· Socks may be tights, knee socks, crew length or ankle socks and must rise above the shoe top.  Socks should not include designs and must be the colors of the uniform. (white, navy blue, forest green)

Physical Education Uniform :  There is a special uniform for Physical Education classes, which must be purchased through Collegiate House. 

The gym uniform consists of: 

· Navy uniform shorts or sweatpants (no writing or decoration allowed)

· Navy Cotton T-Shirt with School Logo 

· Navy Sweatshirt with School Logo

· Sneakers with socks (see above)

Uniform Guidelines

Neatness: The uniform should be kept clean and pressed with all buttons attached and hem intact.  Pants may not be frayed at the bottom or so long that the child walks on them. Holes or tears should be mended. Children wearing pants with tears or holes will be considered out of uniform and parents will be called. Shirttails should be tucked in while a student is in school.  Skirts may not be more than 2 inches above the knee.

Hair: All students’ hair should be clean and neat with bangs not covering the eyes. Boys’ hair should be above and not touching the shirt collar and trimmed around the ears.  Extreme hair coloring and bleaching is not permitted.  Extreme haircuts (including Mohawks) or shaved hair designs are NOT allowed. No head-covering (scarves) may be worn except in the case of religious practice.

Cosmetics and jewelry

· Cosmetics of all kinds, nail polish, and artificial nails should be appropriate for school as well as age appropriate. The administration reserves the right to determine appropriateness. Perfume, cologne or heavily scented lotion may not be worn to school.

· Students may have no visible tattoos of any kind (including temporary tattoos).  

· No Hologram contact lenses are to be worn in school.

· No visible body piercing except pierced ears is allowed. 

· Students may wear one watch, one ring, one bracelet (silly bands not allowed) and simple crosses, medals or religious items on a narrow chain.  

· Earrings should be a style and size that is safely worn during recess and physical education. 

· Silly bands are not allowed in school. Any silly band worn in school will be taken away and may be claimed on the last day of the school year.  

· Bracelets that may be distracting (noise, jingle) to others may not be worn in school. 

· Watches with a beeping device must be turned off during the school day.  Watches that beep will be taken away and may be claimed on the last day of the school year.  

Students who repeatedly violate the uniform policy will face disciplinary action.

Out-of-Uniform (Uniform Holiday) Guidelines

Students may wear:

*jeans (not skin tight or with tears or holes)

*tennis shoes – sneakers - crocs

*shorts no shorter than three inches above the knee

*skirts no shorter than three inches above the knee

*skorts

*sweatshirts (no inappropriate wording or design)

*jogging suits

*dresses

*slacks

Students may not wear:

*pants/skirts/shorts worn inches below the waist 

*loose fitting/baggy pants which show boxers

*flip-flop sandals, open back shoes or sneakers that convert to roller blades

*tank tops or tight fitting, revealing tops

*T-shirts or sweatshirts with inappropriate wording

*biker shorts

*pajama pants

*hats

Students who dress inappropriately on No Uniform (Tag) Days may lose the privilege of participating in future Tag Days.
