DRESS FOR THE WEATHER !!! 
 WINTER UNIFORMS !!!

DEAR PARENTS/GUARDIANS,

THE COLDER WEATHER WILL SOON BE HERE!  I AM WRITING TO ASK YOU TO BE SURE THAT YOUR CHILDREN COME TO SCHOOL DRESSED FOR WINTER WEATHER. 

EACH CHILD SHOULD WEAR A WINTER JACKET OR HEAVY SWEATSHIRT WHEN HE/SHE COMES TO SCHOOL. I WOULD APPRECIATE YOUR HELP IN THIS MATTER. AS THE WEATHER GETS COLDER, HATS, SCARVES AND GLOVES WILL BE NEEDED.

THE CHILDREN WILL REMAIN OUTSIDE IN THE MORNING BEFORE SCHOOL AND WILL HAVE OUTDOOR RECESS EVERY DAY UNLESS IT IS RAINING, SNOWING OR DANGEROUSLY COLD. THEY NEED THE FRESH AIR!  THEY NEED TO BE DRESSED FOR THE WEATHER. 

WE WILL KEEP THE SCHOOL AT A REASONABLE TEMPERATURE (68 degrees) BUT THE CHILDREN NEED TO DRESS APPROPRIATELY. NO STUDENT SHOULD BE COMING TO SCHOOL IN SHORT SLEEVES DURING THE COLDER MONTHS – UNLESS HE/SHE HAS A ST.PATRICK SCHOOL SWEATER OR ST.PATRICK SCHOOL SWEATSHIRT TO WEAR OVER IT. 

I REMIND YOU THAT STUDENTS MAY WEAR WHITE, LIGHT BLUE, NAVY BLUE OR DARK GREEN TURTLE NECK JERSEYS WITH THEIR UNIFORM. BOTH BOYS AND GIRLS MAY WEAR UNIFORM BLUE PANTS. ALL STUDENTS SHOULD BE WEARING SOCKS THAT RISE ABOVE THEIR SHOES. SOCKS SHOULD BE WHITE, NAVY BLUE OR GREEN. STUDENTS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO WEAR NON-UNIFORM SWEATSHIRTS , SWEATERS  OR LONG UNDERWEAR UNDER SHORT SLEEVE SHIRTS -  EVEN IF IT IS COLD! PLEASE CHECK THE PARENT-STUDENT HANDBOOK FOR FURTHER INFORMATION! THE DRESS CODE IS SPELLED OUT IN THE HANDBOOK.

CHILDREN SHOULD WEAR BOOTS OR HEAVY SNEAKERS IN BAD WEATHER. IT IS VERY DANGEROUS TO BE WALKING ON SNOW OR ICE WITHOUT THEM. CHILDREN MAY NOT WEAR BOOTS IN SCHOOL. THEY NEED TO CHANGE INTO THEIR REGULAR SHOES.
